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The p-ANI Administrative Guidelines Working Document defines Eligible User in Section 2.7a.  This definition is repeated verbatim in Sections 4.3 and 8.1.  This contribution removes the redundant information (highlighted in green) from Sections 4.3 and 8.1.  The changes to these Sections in the Working Document are as follows:
4.3 
pANI Applicant Responsibilities


A pANI applicant is responsible for obtaining a current copy of the pANI Assignment Guidelines
.   A pANI applicant, requesting resources from the industry pANI inventory pool, shall:

1) Meet the definition of an Eligible User as defined in Section 2.7a..  An Eligible User is an entity that meets all of the following requirements:

a) Demonstrates that it is permitted under applicable law to access pANI resources in the area for which the pANI resources are sought; 

b) Has been assigned a valid Operating Company Number (OCN) by the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. (NECA) 
; 

c) Has been assigned a valid company identification number by NENA
; 

d) Self-certifies that it has the technical and functional capability to route traffic or provide routing instructions to a public service answering point (PSAP).
2) complete the pANI Application Forms per these guidelines;


3) provide a forecast of pANI resource needs in a uniform format for use by the RNA;

4) provide evidence that, given their current utilization and recent historical growth, they need additional pANI resources [does the “Eligible User Annual Report” cover this?;
5) ensure the RNA has a current “forecast and deployment” [NRUF-like document] on file.


Eligible Users disputing the RNA’s decision to withhold initial pANI resources upon a finding of noncompliance may appeal the RNA’s decision to the appropriate state commission for resolution.  The state commission may affirm or overturn the RNA’s decision to withhold pANI resources from the Eligible User based on its determination of compliance with the reporting and pANI resource application requirements. 

8.1 
Criteria for p-ANI Allocation

The following criteria shall be used by the RNA in reviewing a p-ANI request from a p-ANI applicant: [Accepted 1/9/07]

a)
requests for p-ANI assignments shall not be made more than 6 months prior to the requested effective date
;

b)
the applicant must meet the definition of an Eligible User as defined in Section 2.7a. demonstrate that it is permitted under applicable law (See Section 1 or 2) to access p-ANI resources in the area for which the p-ANI resources are sought; [Accepted 1/9/07]

c)
the applicant must have a valid Operating Company Number (OCN) (See Glossary); [Accepted 1/9/07]
d)
the applicant must have a valid company identification number assigned by the National Emergency Number Association (NENA ID); [Accepted 1/9/07]

e) the applicant must self-certify that it has the technical and functional capability to route traffic or provide routing instructions to a public service answering point (PSAP); [Accepted 1/9/07]

f)
multiple p-ANIs may be requested on one p-ANI Application Form - Part X - General Application Information form; [Accepted 1/9/07]

g)
the applicant must have on file a current semi-annual 
forecast report and a current annual report with the RNA in order to be assigned a p-ANI (see Section X);
