INTERESTED PARTIES MUST SUBMIT THE COMPLETED PRESENTATION PROPOSAL FORM, SIGNED SPEAKER RELEASE FORM, AND THE PRESENTER’S BIO/CV TO JEAN-PAUL EMARD AT jpemard@atis.org BY COB NOVEMBER 1, 2007, IN ORDER TO BE CONSIDERED FOR TIME ON THE AGENDA.  ONCE SUBMITTED, ABSTRACTS WILL BE REVIEWED AND SELECTED AUTHORS WILL BE NOTIFIED AFTER NOVEMBER 8, 2007.

2. The purpose of your presentation MUST be to provide technical information, address a technology, and/or address what “problem” you have or are solving (grounding, bonding, protection, or power quality-related subjects); sales/product pitches WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED.  If you have a product, you MUST NOT make comparisons between your product(s) and a specific manufacturers’ product(s), including the use of photographs, though you may make comparisons without mentioning/showing a manufacturer/product name (i.e., product A vs. B).  If your presentation does not meet the aforementioned guidelines, you should not plan on presenting.  If you do not adhere to these guidelines at the conference, you will be asked to stop your presentation.  
3. Your presentation must be in electronic format (preferably PowerPoint), since the only equipment being provided in the conference room will be a laptop (all presentations will be accessed via a single laptop), PC projector, microphone, and a podium.  Your presentation MUST NOT exceed the 45-minute time block allocated to all speakers and should include time for Q&A.  IF YOU REQUIRE ADDITIONAL RESOURCES, YOU MUST BE PREPARED TO BRING THE REQUIRED EQUIPMENT.
4. You must bring sufficient hard copies (approximately 100) of your presentation for the attendees.
5. Your presentation and e-mail address will be posted on the ATIS web site for distribution. You must confirm that you and your organization will permit your presentation to be available as noted by signing below.  It is up to you to put your organization’s copyright notice on the presentation, if you feel it is necessary (the presentation will be provided as presented at the PEG conference).
6. If you are attending ONLY the day which you are providing your presentation, registration fees do NOT apply.  If you would like to attend either or both of the other two conference days, you will be required to pay the conference registration fee (at the member rate).
7. Please provide a brief (50-100 word) biography/CV noting your involvement in the protection field.
